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1. Background

SHR requested the following information from all RSL’s and Local Authorities in Jan 2022. See attached Appendix 1. Information collated will form part of the risk assessment of RSL’s. See attached Appendix 2. The survey has been universally criticised by Associations as being unclear what the SHR is looking for given the huge complexity in H&S. There was a short time period to respond and no guidance issued to give an understanding of how the questions are to be interpretated. The survey was provided to the SHR by the due date. There were no issues coming out of the compilation of survey responses other than updating of some specific policies. 
2. H&S Audits
The Association has arranged for two H&S audits for March 2022. The first on general H&S compliance and the second on the Landlord aspects of H&S. The outcomes of both reports will be presented to Board when made available by ACS. 
3.Assurance Statement 2022
The Board should bear in mind that compliance with H&S requirements is required for signing off the Annual Assurance Statement in October. 
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
